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SUMMARY

This document provides instructions for the preparation of papers of the UNISEC Space Takumi Conference for Practical Study on Problem Finding and Solving in Space Systems. The first page and, if necessary, the first few pages are reserved for the title of the paper, the name(s) of the author(s), affiliation(s) of the author(s), the summary, and keywords. The nomenclature should also be written on the first page if there is sufficient space. The introduction must begin at the top of the page following the nomenclature. The paper may be written using any appropriate software, the paper must be sent to the UNISEC Office in the Portable Document Format (PDF) only.

INTRODUCTION
This file provides the format of original papers of the UNISEC Space Takumi Conference[1], and the format is almost same as one of the UNISEC Space Takumi Journal [2].

The paper file must be converted into the Portable Document Format (PDF) before submission. In the conversion process the figures should have a high enough resolution, e.g. 300dpi (select "High Quality" or "Press Quality" on the PDF settings when printing with Adobe Acrobat®).

The default font for the paper is Times New Roman except for those characters used as nomenclature.
2.
PAPER SIZE
The paper must be written on an A4 format. All lines of the text should be single-spaced. Default margins are 25mm on all sides, i.e. the printing box is 160mm x 247mm. There is no limit to the length of the paper but the file size must not exceed 20 MB.
3.
HEADER, FOOTER
The paper title, name(s) of the author(s), and other information will be printed in the header and the copyright notification and volume number will be printed in the footer. These insertions are the responsibility of the editors of the journal. The author must not insert any headers and footers.

4.
TITLE, AUTHORS, AFFILIATION, KEYWORDS

The first page (or first few pages if necessary) must contain the title, name(s) of the author(s), affiliation(s), keywords and abstract. One line with 50-point height should be inserted before the title and the title itself should be placed on the second line. The main text should begin on a new page after the point at which the Keywords are presented. Nomenclature is not a requirement but, if it is added it should be placed on a new page after the abstract. In this case the main text should begin on the new page after the nomenclature.

4.1
Title
The title should be written centered, in 14-point, boldface Times New Roman with 18-point line height. A 14-point blank line should be placed between the title line and the author line.
4.2
Author
The name(s) of author(s) should include the first name, middle initial (when appropriate), and surname. It should be written centered, in 11-point, Times New Roman with 16-point line height, with a 14-point blank line below the title. The initial of the first name should be capital letters and the middle initial and surname should be all capital letters. One blank line with 14-point height should be placed between the author line and the affiliation line.

A superscript Arabic number should be placed by the name of each author according to the respective affiliation. The superscript * and † should be placed by the name of the corresponding author. The font size of these superscripts should be 11-point. The job title and the UNISEC membership information of the corresponding author should be written in the footnote by the symbol *. The e-mail address should be written in the footnote by the symbol †. 

4.3
Affiliation
Affiliation should be written centered, in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point.

Each new affiliation should start with a superscript Arabic number and include the name and the address on different lines. 

One blank line with 28-point height should be placed between the affiliation line and the summary.

4.4
Summary
The summary should appear after the affiliation and be written in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. The word “SUMMARY” must be centered at the first line of the summary. The summary text should start from the second line and should be justified. One blank line with 14-point height should be placed between the summary and the keywords.

4.5
Keywords
Between one and five keywords should be written left aligned, in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. The line must begin with the word "KEYWORDS:". If the key words are written on two lines, the second line should be indented 70-point. Each keyword should be separated by a semicolon ";". The nomenclature or main text should come after the keywords and should appear on a new page.
4.6
Footnotes
As mentioned in section 4.2 the default footnotes contain the symbols * and † for information about the corresponding author. The line starting with * should be followed by the words "Corresponding author.", the job title and the UNISEC membership information of the corresponding author. The line starting with † should be followed by the word "E-mail: " and the e-mail address of the corresponding author. The footnotes should be written in 9-point with a line height of 10-point.

5.
NOMENCLATURE
The nomenclature is not a requirement for submitted papers, but it will be inserted if the author(s) or the editors find(s) it necessary. In such a case the nomenclature should appear on a new page following the point at which the keywords are listed.

The nomenclature, if inserted, should be written in 10-point. The word NOMENCLATURE must be centered on the first line of the nomenclature. The definition of each numerical character should start from the second line and should be justified.

The first line of each definition should have a 40-point indentation from the left side, and the following lines should have a 60-point indentation from the left side.

The summary should appear after the affiliation(s) and be written in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. The word “SUMMARY” should be centered on the first line of the summary. The summary text should start from the second line. Please refer the example nomenclature given above.

The main text should start on a new page following the nomenclature.

The font of numerical Latin characters and Greek characters should be Times New Roman and Symbol, respectively, or Euclid and Euclid Symbol, respectively. The characters should be written in 10-point. Please refer to Section 10 "Equations" for further details.
6.
HEADINGS

The headings should be numbered as 6., 6.1, and 6.1.1 as shown in this file.
6.1
Main headings
Main headings should be written in 11-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. Main headings should be written entirely in upper-case (capital) letters. A 28-point space should separate a main heading from the text above and a 10-point space should separate the main heading from the text below.

6.2
Secondary headings
Secondary headings should be written left aligned, in 10-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. A 10-point space should separate the secondary heading from the text above and a 5-point space should separate the secondary heading from the text below.
6.2.1
Tertiary headings
Tertiary headings should be written left aligned, in 10-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point.

7.
TEXT
The body of the paper should be written justified, using 10-point Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point and in a single column. The first line of each paragraph should be indented by 4.2 mm.
8.
FIGURES
All figures should have a suitably high resolution, e.g. 300dpi. Figures should be centered and inserted in line, i.e. not beside the text. A 20-point space should separate the figure from the text above.

All figures should be numbered consecutively and a descriptive caption should be added. The caption title should be written centered, in 10-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. A 15 mm indentation should be placed at both sides, and the second line of the caption should have an additional 10mm indentation. 

A 5-point space should be placed between the figure and the caption. A 20-point space should separate the caption from the text below. Indicate each figure such as Figure1(a), (b) when several figures are inserted with one caption.
All images and figures should be referred to within the text using the form “Fig. 1” and should be located at an appropriate location within the text. 
Use table to insert a caption when the title of a figure is too long to write in a single line. Adjust the width of the table accordingly and set the frame “invisible”.

TABLES
All tables should be numbered consecutively and a descriptive caption should be added. 

The caption should be written centered, 10-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point on the line above the table. A 20-point space should separate the table caption from the text above.

A 5-point space should be placed between the caption and the upper part of the table.

The table should be centered and inserted in line, i.e. not beside the text. A 20-point space should separate the bottom of the table from the text below.

All tables should be referred to within the text using the form “Table 1” and located at an appropriate location within the text.

10.
Equations
All equations within the paper should be numbered consecutively using Arabic numbers written in parentheses. Insert each equation in a table with the width of 150mm for equation and 10mm for the number. Height of the table should be adjusted according to the equation. 
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As in Eq. (1) and (2) the font of the equation should be “Times New Roman” for Latin characters and “Symbol” for Greek characters or “Euclid” for Latin characters and “Euclid Symbol” for Greek characters. The equation should be written in 10-point.

The equation should be referred to within the text using the form “Eq. (1)”.

11.
FORMATTING OF REFERENCES
A list of references should be grouped together at the end of the paper in numerical order as shown in this document. Ref. [1] is an example of the case of a web site reference, Ref. [2-4] is an example of a textbook reference, Ref [5] the case of a scientific paper, Ref. [6] the case of a technical report, and Ref. [7] the case of a conference paper. Reference page should be indicated such as “p.5” for a single page, “pp.31-52” for multiple pages, and “pp.6” for one without page number like CD-ROM Proceedings. 
The title word “REFERENCES” should be written centered, in 11-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 16-point on the first line above the reference list. A 28-point space should separate the reference title from the above text and a 10-point space should be given between the reference title and the body of the reference list.
References in the reference list should be written left aligned with 7mm left indent, in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point. The second line of each reference should be indented by an additional 3mm from the left.
When the reference is referred to within the text, the form “Ref. [1]” should be used.

CONCLUSION
Papers should be submitted electronically via the web site of the journal.

APPENDIX
An appendix, if needed, should appear before the acknowledgements (if acknowledgements are included). In such a case, the title word “APPENDIX” should be written centered, in 11-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 16-point. A 28-point space should separate the appendix title from the text above. A 10-point space should be given between the appendix title and the body of the appendix.

The appendix should be written using the same format as the main body of the paper, i.e. justified, in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point and indented by 4.2mm from the left.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
An acknowledgement, if needed, should appear before the reference list. In such a case, the title word “ACKNOWLEDGEMENT” should be written centered, in 11-point, boldface Times New Roman with a line height of 16-point. A 28-point space should separate the appendix title from the text above. A 10-point space should be placed between the appendix title and the body of the appendix.

The acknowledgements should be written using the same format as the main body of the paper, i.e. justified, in 10-point, Times New Roman with a line height of 14-point and indented by 4.2mm from the left.
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
